junction of School Lane with Hambledon Road we go right heading toward Denmead village centre,
however after approximatel§00Om we cross the road and take anofficial path through Harts

Copse which continues into High Wood.

As we come to the end of High Wood we turn right and head downwards on a permissive path
keeping the hedge to our left sm arriving onWayfarers Walk where we go left ahe ofthe new

metal swing gate Continuing along WW we eventually come to a second swing gate that takes us
onto the lane below Rookwood Farm.

We first go left as we come onto the lane then almost immedyaright in the direction of Pithill.

The three dwellings that form the hamlet of Pithill are situated at the junction of four lanes and our
route is straight on along Harrowgate Lairie to flooding his is only passable during dry summer
months we cantinue for0.6 kmuntil we reach the junction at the bottom of Sawyers Hill.
